Application Guidelines

The American Association of Hispanics in Higher Education (AAHHE), Inc., is now accepting applications for the 2012 AAHHE Graduate Student Fellows Program (GSFP). As an integral part of AAHHE’s mission to increase the pipeline of Hispanic faculty in higher education, bring issues pertinent to Hispanics to the attention of the larger academic community, and recognize the achievements and accomplishments of Hispanics as they pertain to our academy, the program provides guidance, instruction and mentors to help develop Fellows to aid in their navigation of the complexities of higher education through special presentations and programs designed specifically to meet their needs.

The AAHHE Graduate Student Fellowship includes conference registration fees, special events, hotel accommodations, and travel funding. AAHHE will extend invitations to 15 fully funded students. An additional 5 fellows will be invited to participate in the fellowship program, provided they are able to secure travel funding from their college/university (conference registration and lodging still provided by AAHHE).

· Be Hispanic and/or Latina/o;
· Be enrolled in full-time graduate study in a master’s or doctoral program;
· Demonstrate academic potential through past experiences and future career goals;
· Aspire to enter the professoriate and/or administration in higher education;
· Exhibit a track record of service to the Hispanic and/or Latina/o community.

Applicants must submit all materials through the online submission form no later than Friday, September 30, 2011 by 5pm (EST) at: http://aahhe.org/gradStudentProgramForm.aspx. Late applications will not be considered. Previous conference fellowship recipients are not eligible to apply.

Supplemental Application Materials


Statement of Interest (max 2 single-spaced pages or 1,000 words):

In a separate document (Microsoft Word or Adobe PDF), upload a statement of interest, which responds to the following three questions:
 
1. Why are you interested in attending the 2012 AAHHE National Conference as a Graduate Fellow and how do you feel it will benefit you personally and professionally? 
2. How do your future career goals align with the mission and values of AAHHE and the Graduate Student Fellows Program?
3. How do you feel your interests and experiences might enable you to contribute to a national cohort of colleagues and the AAHHE membership community as a whole? 


Resume or Curriculum Vita: 

Upload a current resume or curriculum vita which speaks to your academic achievements, professional experiences, and involvement in research, professional associations, and community organizations. Be sure to include any other additional experiences which reflect the spirit of AAHHE and the GSFP.


Letter of Support: 

Upload one letter of support written by someone (e.g., advisor, supervisor, or faculty member) who can attest to your academic abilities, as well as indicate why this opportunity should be awarded to you (additional letters will not be considered). 

The letter of support should be uploaded with the other application materials at the time of application submission. If the recommender prefers to submit her/his letter independently, please upload a word document indicating who we should expect to receive the letter of recommendation from, and have the recommender submit her/his letter to aahhe.gsfp@gmail.com by the deadline. Please note, due to the large number of complete applications every year, we cannot accept late letters. It is your responsibility to ensure that all materials are submitted by the deadline.
